Currently, the PFD project has been
put on hold due to delays by the loss of production staff due to the coronavirus pandemic by the vendors
who have been contracted and approved to install a Fire Vehicle Apparatus Exhaust System and a Fill
Station for Self-Contained Breathing Apparatus System. The vendors are scheduled to complete the
contracted work within the next 6 months, during the 1°t quarter of 2021.
