A 2016 failure of the generator
plant during power outage events caused significant disruption to ME and UH tenant activities.

The County Medical Examiner’s building relies on a functionally obsolete permanent
generator plant to provide needed emergency power to medical examiner operations in the event of a
power outage. Emergency power to the ME is operationally critical

DPW initiated a mission critical response to this failure with installation of a rented temporary generator
plant and repair activities to the failed water pump.

DPW has coordinated with OBM and have determined that the best recommended

course of action is to create a capital project form the 2017 emergency capital line item to cover the
ongoing costs. It is the intent of DPW to present this mission critical item in full when finalized following
repair of the permanent generator plant

Consistent with coordination on the ME facilities management budget for 2017,

consultant work will be performed to program a 2018 capital replacement of the generator system that
is now at its end of life expectancy without adequate parts & equipment supply to sustain it into the
future.
